On Friday night, the 3ist ult.a min named
Stephens, living in'Kansas clty, came up to Leav-
enworth, and, while spreelny” aroand, went into
a drinking shop called the Ward [ouse. The
barkeeper, named Baines, became very friendly,
and 21ler getting Stephens qulte drunk, proposed
 walk up the river, and took bim to a spriag on
tle bank of the Missouri river just above the

saulted Ly Lwo men who demaaded thelr money
of their lives. The barkeeper, Balnes, gave his
money up and tan o, When he got to'the lower
end of own Le gave the alarm thet & min was
beinf: Tohbed up the river atthe spring.

- phens crawling out of the siver, hist bod
and head beaten and brutsed with stones zodl
clubs, 2nd bis chest and shoulders bearlng sev-
eral terrible stabs and cuts. The cltizens ran to
Dis asslstance, but the unfortunate vicilm, though
stroggling to speak, was too far gone, and pre-
sently dled without being ableto utter a siagle
word about the manner of his death, or the
rames of his murderers.

THE ARRESTS.

As 500n as Balnes had fintshed his revelations
be was committed to the c2laboose, a one-story
stome bulldiny, about sixteen feet square. The
crowd then went off In pursuit of Quarles and
Knowlion, and in 3 short thne had them ar-
rested. Amopg the revealed conspirators was
Wm. Woods, the proprictor of the greater part
of Leavenworth Island, and regarded by his
acqoaintances as an honest man and good cltl-
zen. A purty procceded at once toarrest Lim,
and, after making a thorongh search of bi
house, found siwenty-firs hwndred dellars in
cownterfeit money, a fot of counterfeitin:s plates
azd other instrunients, and a knife and pisiol
belenging 1o she murdered maw, Stephens. At
thene conclusive proafs of the correctaess of the
confessions of Haines the people were' deeply
moved, and beld counsel together in large wad

he Wife of Balnes also appearel; and, In-
spied by the dangerous sltustion of her hni-
Lund, took a herole stand on the entrance, and
endeavored by frantic thresis and entreaties to
stay the wrath of the populace. But all efforts
‘were unavailing; the peice party were overpaw-
ered. Judge Lecompte’'s yolce was drown-d by
the sbriekaof the mob. A large plece of hewn
timber, perhaps twenty-five feet Jong and one
foot squaze, that way ljlng near, was Iifted up
by & crowd of men, 20d planged with .fearfal
effect against the calabose door. “The sight of
the wife’s distress and the sound of her screans,
mingled wiih the ragings and shrieks ef the In.
furiated mob, was too much for me, and { tarned
my back and walked away. I heard-another
blow from ihe plece of timber, and a simalta-
neous skout from the crowd, which tol
that the door had given way,'and th9 prisoner
