e owoed a negro man named Tom, about 22° years of|
&ge, who had been raised in the family, and admitted
to many familisrities and Iiberties, such as are too
often allowed to elaves by those who own bat few. This
alave, and two swall negro boys hired by Moare, worke
cg orn‘lh; fnn%. The slave aq;m }::,d beea ins:lmt to
the family, and especially to Miss Lotepeech, and cught
o bave been arrested, bu’l Moore was ‘.ﬁm of bav.
ing bis labor in the crop at this particular time, and
'was perkaps somewbat afraid of the negro. He there-
fore suflered the negro atill to live in the family.

On last Wednesday evening, the alave, Tom, sent
away the free negro boys to their mother’s, not far dis-
tant, and in the nightentered the house where Moore
and his wife were io ono bed, and Miss Lotspeech in
anotker bed in an opposite corner of the eame room.

ML
similar to those npon her busband, and lifting ber from
1be floor, threw ber npon the bed, where she died in s
few minutes.  Whilst the brief contest was pending with
Mre. Moore, her sister, Miss Lot h, started to her,
relief.

repeated.  Bhe resisted and fought to thelast, Her
screams alsrmed the negro, so that he killed her by a
blow apon the back of her hesd, and then made his
escape.
