The local cflicers went to wark with
a will and were ably assisted by the
citizens of the neighborhoed. The
blood-bounds frem Steele's planta-
tion were secured and they were not
long in finding the right track. Be-
fore night they went to the place

Fayette Jbome, 21" yesrs old; Will
Gatos, 45 years old; LouisThomas, 20,
yearsold; Aaron Thomas, 13 years
old; Jim Themas,, 14 years old;, Benny
Thomas, 13 years old, the last four
are brothers, and VWil Williawms were
arrested.
